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SAUGHALL ALL SAINTS PRIMARY SCHOOL
PE and Sports Grant
Background
The London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games gave us an opportunity to inspire the nation to enjoy sport. The government is determined to secure a significant and lasting legacy from the games, and to develop children’s enjoyment of sport and physical activity from an early age. Sport should be an important part of any school. Great schools have long known that sporting excellence and participation, alongside strong cultural opportunities, go hand in hand with high academic standards. Schools, teachers and sporting bodies all agree that particular support is required for primary schools. As a result the Prime Minister announced £300m funding over 2 years for primary school PE and sport. Additional funding has now been promised until 2016.
Purpose of funding
Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but they will have the freedom to choose how they do this.
Possible uses for the funding might include:
· hiring specialist PE teachers or qualified sports coaches to work with primary teachers when   teaching PE (CEPD)
· supporting and engaging the least active children through new or additional extra-curricular clubs
· paying for professional development opportunities for teachers in PE and sport
· buying quality assured professional development modules or materials for PE and sport
· providing places for pupils on after school sports clubs
· buying into a school sports partnership to enable high quality competition against local schools and also the opportunity to progress to county and national level competitive sport (CSSP)
· running sport competitions, or increasing pupils’ participation in the School Games
· buying into the CSSA to further promote and enhance opportunities for competition with other local schools
· paying for sports coaches to develop structured play on both KS1 and KS2 playgrounds during lunchtime (S4YC)
Sports Grant 2013/14:
At Saughall All Saints we have used £5500 of the £9280 for the academic year 2013/14 to be part of the CSSP (Chester School Sports Partnership) which includes a specialist sports coach working with every class for a term for 1 hour/week delivering high quality gymnastics and dance teaching. This is also CPD for every member of staff. In addition to high quality sports coaching for every child in our school being part of the partnership also includes the following:
· A leadership programme for all primary schools
· The co-ordination of a competitive sporting calendar including the School Games Pathway Levels 1-3
· More flexible inter-school competitions including A&B competitions  
· Opportunities for pupils with additional needs to take part in competitive sport through Project Ability
· Intensive swimming programme
· Change 4 Life clubs
· Opportunity to develop strong school – community links
· Coachmark / School Games Kitemark
· CPD programme including SL training, Sport Specific Training, SL networking, Inclusion training
· KS1 BUPA ‘Start to Move’ training & KS2 Matalan ‘Top Sport’ training.
· Athlete Visits
· PE Health Checks
· Pupil Assessment System

New equipment has also been bought to enhance the quality of teaching and learning during curriculum time and after school clubs (approx £300) 
We have also invested in professional basketball coaches from Cheshire Phoenix to deliver healthy living workshops and coaching sessions to our y5/6 classes. (£350) This culminated in a team being selected for a tournament to play at the Northgate Arena where we were runners up on the day.
To further enhance the development of our outdoor play provision new ‘outdoor gym’ equipment has been purchased eg. Children’s outdoor cross trainer, air walker, body twister and arm bike. This will help to further promote active life styles for our children during both structured and unstructured times (£6,500 – school has subsidised the additional funding required to meet the cost of this equipment)


	Measuring the Impact of the Sports Grant - 2013/14:

	· Up skilling Primary teachers by team teaching (CEPD) - planning and delivering high quality PE lessons both within our school setting and when using secondary facilities.
· Targeting specific year groups to ensure they are taught by a PE specialist during different stages of their Primary School education will increase children’s attainment (CEPD)
· CPD for Subject Leader will ensure up to date knowledge and understanding of developments in PE and school Sport (GC attended new curriculum training)
· Lunch time Sports club increases whole school participation in extra-curricular physical activities and encourages children to be highly active (S4yC coaches on both playgrounds  and x-country races in kS2)
· Intra class cross country competition once a week for all children in KS2 has helped to promote a positive image about keeping healthy and the importance of resilience and determination to succeed.
2013/14 - participation in lunchtime activity with cross country, football, tennis, cricket, basketball, skipping, parachute games, climbing equipment, small sided games.
